Published in World's Leading
Oncology Journal with an Impact
Factor of 78.8
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Professor Min Jung-joon of CNU's College
of Medicine has garnered significant atten-

tion for his review article published in an
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internationally renowned journal, Nature
Reviews Clinical Oncology .

Nature Reviews Clinical Oncology is an academ-
ic journal published by Nature and is the world's
best academic journal with an impact factor (IF)
of 78.8. IF measures the average number of cita-
tions to a journal's papers in a specific year and
is a key indicator that measures the importance
or ranking of a journal. As of 2022, the IF of
Nature Reviews Clinical Oncology is higher than
both Nature (64.8) and Science (56.9).

Professor Min's paper is titled “Exploiting Bac-
teria for Cancer Immunotherapy.”

It marks the first inclusion of a bacterial
anticancer agent in this journal since its foun-
dation, which highlights its groundbreaking
research achievement.

The review paper analyzes the role of bacteria
in cancer initiation, progression, and immune
response, exploring the development of bacte-
rial agents for cancer immunotherapy using ge-
netic engineering, gene editing technologies,
and nanotechnology, and containing topics be-
ing researched and developed by the Professor
Min's research team.

The paper was co-authored by Professor Min of
CNU's College of Medicine, Professors Kwon
Seong-young and Hong Yeong-jin, Dr. Son Jin-
bae from CNCure Biotech Inc., and Ph.D. can-
didate Ngo Thi Thu Hien from CNU's Graduate
School of Medicine. The academic community
views this research by CNU researchers as lay-
ing the groundwork to pioneer “first-in-class”

innovative pharmaceutical developments.
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CNU Opens Baek-ya, a Library

That Opens 24 Hours a Day
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CNU opened a library reading room, Baek-ya (B7%),
which is open 24 hours a day in the University
Library Annex (aka Baek-do) on April 2.

Baek-ya was created by renovating the existing
reading room located on the 4th floor of the
University Library Annex. It is decorated in various
styles to suit the student’s learning styles, such
as a space that can be used by one person orina
group, a stand-up type, or an open type such as a
cafe. It is equipped with an open leamning space
with electrical outlets installed at each seat for
students using electronic devices such as tablets.
Students welcomed the opening of this new
reading room, saying, “I study late into the

night during exam periods, so | think | will use
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it often since it is open 24 hours a day” and “I
think my motivation to study will increase be-
cause the study space is well-decorated.”
Named through a naming competition, Baek-ya
is a nickname for a type of reading room that is
illuminated all day long and through the night.
President Jung said, “It is the students who
create the identity of this space where the
lights are not turned off 24 hours a day. | hope
you will dream of a brilliant future as confident

and free CNU students in Baek-ya.”
