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Korea NU 10 (the 10 Flagship National Universities in

Korea) has been pursuing constant innovation and change

with the goal of joint regional growth. In particular, Korea

NU 10 considers regional growth to be an essential factor
for regional sustainability and development. Accordingly,
Korea NU 10 has been dedicated to this role by presenting

improvement plans for foreseeable regional issues.
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JBNU Takes Initiative on Local Issues by Establishing
Regional Research Institutes

Jeonbuk National University (JBNU) has set an ambitious goal
to become a flagship university that drives mutual growth and
development with the local community through the Glocal Uni-
versity 30 project. The aim is to leverage the university's excellent
capabilities for regional development. This plan started with the
establishment of the “/BNU Institute for Regional Development”
last year. Leading this initiative, JBNU plans to set up regional de-
velopment research institutes in each of the 14 cities and counties

within Jeonbuk Special Self-Governing Province. These institutes

will foster specialized local industries and address regional chal-
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lenges such as population decline. The university, with its intel-
lectual resources in education and research, is determined to take
the lead as a head forum for regional development.

Last year, JBNU established the “/BNU Institute for Regional De-
velopment” within the university, and this year, it has begun set-
ting up regional institutes in local cities and counties. As the first
step, on August 28th, JBNU opened the Namwon Development
Research Institute, which will serve as a think tank for revitalizing
the local economy and community in Namwon.

The Namwon Development Research Institute, operating under
the JBNU Institute for Regional Development, aims to foster the
region’s strengths through close cooperation between JBNU and
local governments. It will also serve as a leading research institu-
tion for regional development, supporting local businesses and
addressing challenges such as population decline.

Notably, the institute is expected to play a crucial role in JBNU’s
Glocal University 30 project, which includes plans to revitalize the
closed Seonam University campus and transform it into the Nam-

won Glocal Campus. The goal is to attract over 1,000 internation-

al students to reside in the region.

In addition, the institute will carry out research projects and
propose policies in specialized areas of the region, develop long-
term plans for Namwon’s growth, discover collaborative projects
between the university and the region, establish an ecosystem
for industry-academia-government cooperation, manage RISE
(Regional Innovation Strategy for Education) project bids and out-
comes, build employment and startup networks, provide consult-

ing support, and work on regulatory reforms.
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Jeju National University Initiates Efforts to Improve

Laws and Systems for the Development of the Special
Autonomous Region in the Local Era

JNU has initiated activities aimed at improving and developing
laws and systems through comprehensive research on special au-
tonomy in the local context.

JNU Law and Policy Research Center held a signboard ceremony
in the high-tech campus on Sept. 11.

Key attendees included: JNU President Kim El-hwan, Vice Presi-
dent of educaton Kang Hee-kyung, Vice President of Knowledge
& Industry- Academia Kang Cheol-woong, Director of Student
Career Employment Center Hyun Mi-yeul, Dirctor of Promotion
Project Group Kang Tae-young, Korea Legal Research Institute
Director Han Young-soo and employees of related organizations.
The JNU Law & Policy Research Center was established to lead
the improvement and development of laws and systems in the
Jeju Special Self-Governing Province through comprehensive re-
search on special autonomy, in collaboration with the Korea Legal
Research Institute and local authorities.

The center was officially established at JNU on July 31, following
the signing of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between
JNU and the Korea Institute of Law on June 11. As part of this
agreement, JNU has introduced legal and legislative policy-related
courses. The center also aims to enhance cooperation between

the two institutions regarding the joint operation of the law re-

search center and the exchange of academic information.

JNU and the center plan to conduct research on laws and poli-
cies related to decentralization and balanced development, with
a particular focus on the Jeju Special Law. They aim to establish
systematic and uniform law and policy research on Jeju Island
through the joint development of research projects with partner

organizations, including the Korea Institute of Law.
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Launching the '‘PRIDE Institute’ (University-Centered
Regional, Industrial, Academic, and Research Platform)
Chungnam National University has newly launched the 'PRIDE

Institute' (Platform for Region, Industry, Academy, and Research
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Institute) to address regional challenges such as the decrease in
student population and concentration of population in the capital
area, fulfilling its role as a national flagship university.

PRIDE Institute is committed to leading global research and se-
curing a significant technological edge. Additionally, it focuses on
the university’s specialized research areas such as medical-bio
convergence, defense convergence, advanced technologies and
materials, future transportation and mobility, and smart and digi-
tal technologies, all aimed at fostering regional co-prosperity.

Last year, Chungnam National University supported 14 PRIDE
Institutes in its first phase and has now established an additional
nine institutes in the second phase, categorized into strategic in-
dustry development, regional problem-solving, and research spe-
cialization.

The ‘strategic industry development’ type merges the university’s
technology with the strategic industries of Daejeon, Sejong, and
Chungcheongnam-do to create and nurture deep tech and unicorn
companies. The ‘regional problem-solving’ type utilizes the univer-
sity’s humanities and social sciences capabilities to address various
community issues and achieve Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs). The ‘research specialization” type develops world-class re-
search capabilities through publishing Highly Cited Papers or winning
large R&D projects, contributing to regional growth.

President Kim Jeong-Kyoum of Chungnam National University stat-
ed, “Through the PRIDE Institute, we will actively utilize Chungnam

‘2024 CBNU Region-Industry-Academy-Research Bridge
Forum’

Chungbuk National University (CBNU) has been hosting the
2024 CBNU Region-Industry-Academy-Research Bridge Forum’
to establish a comprehensive network among local governments,
industries, universities, and researchers.

The forum, which is open to all relevant parties including univer-
sities, large, medium and small (start-up) businesses, local govern-
ments, and public institutions in the Chungcheong region, runs
from Monday 24, June to Monday 25, November, and features a
total of 10 sessions consisting of lectures, discussions and Q&A
sessions, and group networking.

In the opening ceremony, Mr. Kim Myung-kyu, Vice-Governor
of Chungcheongbuk-do, gave a congratulatory speech. And Mr.
Choi Nam-ho, Vice Minister of Trade, Industry and Energy, made
a presentation on ‘The Future of Korea’s Energy Policy’. Mr. Choi
gave a detailed explanation of the current status and future vision
of South Korea’s energy policy.

Then, other lectures were and will be going on, such as ‘Govern-
ment’s Science and Technology Governance and Policy’ by Mr.

The forum, co-hosted by CBNU Industry University Cooperation

aims to promote the understanding and application of govern-
ment policies based on an understanding of the government's
various economic policies in the fields of industry, trade, scientific
technology, and energy, and to revitalize the local start-up by
providing development strategies and policy directions for the

Chungbuk industry.
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Kangwon National University Leads Innovation in the
Defense Industry and Regional Economic Growth

Kangwon National University's(hereafter referred to as KNU)
‘Department of Digital Military Science and Technology’ and ‘Ad-
vanced Military Science & Technology Institute’ are spearheading
innovation in the defense industry and revitalizing the regional
economy, playing a pivotal role in transforming Gangwon Prov-
ince into a national defense industry hub.

KNU established the ‘Department of Digital Military Science

and Technology’ in March 2023 to foster specialized personnel
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in national defense to lead the Fourth Industrial Revolution. The
department offers ICT-related courses such as web programming,
data science, and cybersecurity, along with military-related sub-
jects like national security and weapon systems. In collaboration
with the Advanced Military Science & Technology Institute’, the
university provides students opportunities to gain competitiveness
in the defense science and technology field.

In particular, the ‘Department of Digital Military Science and
Technology’ and the ‘Advanced Military Science & Technology
Institute’ were the first nationwide to be selected as a civil-
lan-run institution for the "Defense Project Management Spe-
cialist Certification Course, in April. In August, KNU operated
28 training programs over the course of four weeks to university
students, active-duty soldiers, and corporate employees aspiring
to enter the defense industry. The course covered topics such as
defense power development, domestic contract management,
testing and evaluation, and defense materials cost estimation.
Ten participants who attended the course were successful in ob-
taining certifications.

Additionally, KNU’s Advanced Military Science & Technology
Institute has been instrumental in advancing the regional defense
industry by co-hosting the ‘Gangwon Defense Industry Forum’
with the Gangwon Institute. The Advanced Military Science &
Technology Institute has also been playing a key role in advancing
the local defense industry by signing agreements aimed to launch
the ‘Gangwon Province Defense Venture Center’.

Moreover, KNU, in collaboration with Gangwon Province, was
successful in securing the establishment of a ‘Defense Venture
Center’ to actively support advancing the local defense indus-
try. The opening ceremony for the ‘Gangwon Defense Venture
Center’ is scheduled to be held this December at the Chuncheon
Campus of KNU. The Defense Venture Center, in partnership
with the Korea Research Institute for Defense Technology and
Advancement(KRIT), will support local small and medium-sized
venture companies to enter the defense industry. The Center will
provide assistance in technology development, market expansion,
and the creation of cooperative networks and serve as a key hub

for the region’s defense industry.
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Students Dive Into Local Issues

Kyungpook National University Actively Engages with

the Local Community through the KNU Community
Contribution Center

Established with the support and aspirations of local residents,
Kyungpook National University has been a center of education
and research for 78 years, all the while partnering with the local
community for mutual growth. The KNU Community Contribution
Center is a prime example of how universities and the surrounding
local region can grow and develop together.

The KNU Community Contribution Center provides opportunities
for talented students who will be future leaders of the region and
the country to identify and solve community problems firsthand.
The student-centered living lab program, ‘KNU S.0.S.” (Social
Problem Solver), embodies community problem-solving ideas and
establishes concrete plans to implement the United Nations' Sus-
tainable Development Goals (SDGs). Starting with the first phase
in 2022, it is currently operating the third phase, with a total of 131
students participating to date.

The second phase of the S.O.S. program, which targeted SDGs 11-4
and 11-7, conducted the Children’s Docent Program in collabora-

tion with the KNU Museum and Family Social Welfare Center. SDG

12

11-4 aims to protect and preserve the world’s cultural and natural
heritage, while SDG 11-7 aims to ensure universal access to safe,
inclusive, and accessible public spaces for women, children, the
elderly, and the disabled by 2030. The Children's Docent Program
was evaluated to have achieved these two goals; specifically, the
children recorded explanations of artworks from their own eyes
and perspectives, and QR codes were created so that these record-
ings could be heard anytime and anywhere. The Children’s Docent
Program was also reflected this year in a collaborative project with
the KNU Art Museum, in which children explained works of art on
the theme of climate issues. This project, conducted in collabora-
tion with KNU student supporters, showed high satisfaction among
all participants.

In addition, other living lab activities are underway to assist the
elderly with digital devices. In order for all generations to access
information and services in a world where digital technology is
rapidly developing, the participating students produced materials in
the form of brochures that introduce the functions of smart phones,
and then visited senior centers to share the brochures and conduct
educational sessions.

Beyond these activities, the KNU Community Contribution Center
is also engaged in other initiatives to help diversify and systematize
conventional social contribution programs, such as slow learner men-
toring projects to narrow the education gap in the community, ESG
forums to promote the understanding of ESGs, operation of the Dal-
gubeol Good Life Council to facilitate collaborations with local orga-

nizations, and cultural and artistic programs involving local residents.
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GNU and DTaQ “Aerospace and Defense Technology Council”
Contributing to the Development of Aerospace and Defense
Industries

Gyeongsang National University (GNU) and the Defense Agency
for Technology and Quality (DTaQ ) launched the “DTaQ-GNU
Aerospace and Defense Technology Council” on August 28. GNU,
which is implementing the Ministry of Education’s Glocal Universi-
ty 30 project, and DTaQ, the joint proposing institution, established
this council to contribute to developing the aerospace and defense

industries.
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Both institutions have agreed to strengthen the global competi-
tiveness of the domestic aerospace and defense industries through
various initiatives: A establishing an academia-research cooperation
model and operating a defense research organization; A conduct-
ing joint research on projects and tasks commissioned by both
institutions and external agencies; A collaborating on educational
programs to enhance expertise, including developing education pro-
grams; A refining and improving the implementation of DTaQ-re-
lated tasks included in the Glocal University execution plan; A reg-
ularizing academic activities, such as jointly hosting aerospace and
defense conferences; and A establishing and operating executive
courses (academies) in strategic industries for Gyeongsangnam-do,
including aerospace and defense. These measures are designed to
respond swiftly to the recent acceleration of K-defense exports and
changes in the aerospace and defense industry ecosystem.

The council will consist of 20 members, with 10 representatives
from each institution, including cochairs: the head of DTaQ’s Di-
rectorate of Defense Quality System Research and the director of
GNU's Glocal University Project Group. They plan to share research
results bimonthly.

President Jin-Hwe Kweon stated, “The launch of this council will
provide an opportunity to enhance understanding of the roles both
institutions aim to fulfill, creating a new academia-research model
and significantly contributing to the development of the aerospace

and defense industries in the Gyeongsangnam-do region.” He
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added, “We hope that close cooperation will lay the foundation for
innovative development, as well as practical mutual growth and

ollaboration in the aerospace and defense sectors.”

BMIiSta Pusan National University
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Pusan National University Launches Future-oriented
Education Brand 'The Good School]

Training Regional Customized Industiry Talents such as
Fintech and MICE

Pusan National University has established a specialized regional
education program called "The Good School, within its Institute of
Future Citizen Education (formerly known as the Lifelong Educa-
tion Center) on campus to provide professional education aimed at
fostering talents related to Busan’s nine strategic industries.

"The Good School, is a core project of the Glocal University, and
is operated to prevent the outflow of talents from Busan and to lay
the foundation for ‘Busan, a place to live for life’ by establishing a
local industry-academic cooperation system in cooperation with
Pusan National University, Busan City, and the industry, and to pur-

sue joint growth between the region and the university.
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In particular, "The Good School, distinguishes itself from traditional
educational programs by offering Busan-specific, regionally tailored
education in a future-oriented format, customized to different stag-
es of the life cycle. It provides education for all age groups, from
adults to elementary, middle, and high school students. The pro-
gram also incorporates easy participation for students by operating
a Youth Fintech Academy in collaboration with educational office
initiatives such as After-School Programs for elementary students
and the High School Credit System. This approach is significant in
fostering locally-rooted talent who grow with an understanding of
the region’s industries.

Pusan National University will open the 2024 Fintech Academy as the
first curriculum of "The Good School,,, a financial education for build-
ing global city infrastructure, and will open on October 12th and run
for 60 hours every Saturday for 10 weeks for free. Fintech Academy
plans to show the overall flow of the fintech industry through practical
educational content that can be used in the job market as well as start-
ups through convergent thinking of economy and technology.

Starting with Fintech, Pusan National University plans to introduce
and operate specialized courses each year under "The Good School,
that align with Busan’s key industries, including MICE (2025) and
Life Care (2026). Through these programs, the university aims to
raise public awareness of local industries, provide re-education for
workers, and offer guidance for future talent, playing a pivotal role

in the region’s industrial development.

Happy700Pyeongchang Citizens' University on
Pyeongchang Campus

Seoul National University (SNU) is expanding its lifelong education
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program, mainly held on the Gwanak Campus, to multi-campus

spaces to realize the capabilities and happiness of local residents.
In particular, the SNU-Pyeongchang-gun HAPPY700Pyeongchang
Citizens’ University (PCU), jointly operated by Pyeongchang-gun
and SNU Extension College, is a representative lifelong education
program utilizing multi-campuses from 2018 to the present time
and is dedicated to fostering the capabilities of local residents as
well as regional development under the collaborative efforts of the
university and the region. The Citizens’ Degree System has recent-
ly been newly established to encourage the participation of local
residents in learning, with a Citizens' Bachelor's Degree awarded
to those who have completed 200 or more hours of accumulative
learning time.

The PCU offers high-quality courses by SNU professors, lecturers,
and experts from various fields. Providing new and diverse pro-
grams each semester, it operates humanities and liberal arts lectures
in 2024 to broaden students’” horizons, covering history, literature,
psychology, art, and science as well as the Booktivity Experience
Reading Club, where parents and children can engage in various
activities through books, and Introduction to Pyeongchang Litera-
ture that promotes discovery of the regional value of Pyeongchang
through stories on Pyeongchang and Gangwon in literary works.
Over the years, the PCU has been operating the courses, Fermenta-
tion Class, Yogurt School, and Deli Meat Class, which are aimed at
creating new business ideas among the local economy by utilizing
Pyeongchang-gun’s resources.

The Fermentation Class is a special program for foreigners residing in
Pyeongchang, laying a foundation for the self-reliance of multicultural

residents. Furthermore, the Local Creator Training Course has been

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The National University Presidents' Council(chaired
by Kim Ee-hwan, JNU President) held its third regular
meeting in 2024 in Muju-gun, Jeollabuk-do, on August
23 to discuss various agendas for the development of
national universities.

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Construction of the National University Information System Disaster Recovery Center

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The National University Presidents' Council has
agreed to establish a national university informa-
tion system disaster recovery center.

This agreement aims to ensure business continuity
for national university information systems in the
event of future disasters.

The "2024 4th Regular Meeting" of the National Uni-
versity Presidents' Council, chaired by Kim Ee-hwan,
JNU President, was held at the KAL Hotel on Oct. 4.
At the meeting, discussions focused on establish-
ing the National University Information System
Disaster Recovery Center. The council noted that
most national universities' current disaster recovery
systems are limited to distributed storage of data
backups, with insufficient preparation for system
and data recovery through remote computer centers
in case of a disaster.

The council formed a consensus on the need for a
National University Information System Disaster
Recovery Center. They agreed to propose including
a disaster recovery system for national university
information systems when the Ministry of Educa-
tion promotes the Information Strategy Plan (ISP)
for establishing an integrated national university di-
saster recovery center and next-generation system.
JNU President Kim Eel-hwan said, "Through active
exchange of opinions, today's meeting has yielded
meaningful results,” adding, "It will serve as an op-
portunity to gather wisdom and capabilities so that
Korea NU 10 can play a role as agents of change
and innovation for balanced national development

in the future.”
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JBNU Achieves Top Performance in National University Development Project
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Jeonbuk National University (JBNU) received
the highest grade of ‘S" in the 2024 National
University Development Project performance
evaluation. The university was highly recog-
nized for its student-centered approach, which
included giving students flexibility in major se-
lection by broadening the recruitment units and
offering courses that support major exploration
and career planning.

The National University Development Project,
organized by the Ministry of Education and
the National Research Foundation of Korea,
supports autonomous educational innovation
in response to changes in the higher education
environment across 37 national universities.
While last year’s evaluation focused on educa-
tional innovation plans, this year's evaluation
centered on the outcomes of those innovations.
JBNU also received the highest grade in last
year's evaluation, securing a total project bud-
get of 23.4 billion KRW, including an incentive
of 7.15 billion KRW. This year, with the highest
rating again, JBNU earned an additional 12.8
billion KRW in incentives, securing a total of
25.4 billion KRW for sustainable educational
innovation and projects that promote mutual

growth with the local community.

As a result, JBNU has invested around 50
billion KRW in educational reform over the
past two years through the National University
Development Project, accelerating its proactive
educational reforms along with the Glocal Uni-
versity 30 project.

JBNU was highly evaluated for its efforts to
create a flexible academic structure that en-

hances students' ability to customize their ma-
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jors, its operation of courses that support sys-
tematic major exploration and career planning,
its tailored counseling services provided by
lifelong advisors and professional counselors,
and its multi-faceted support system, including
psychological counseling for adaptation to uni-
versity life and emotional stability.

In particular, to further expand students' options

when choosing majors, JBNU will restructure

its 106 recruitment units into 46 starting in the
2025 academic year. Out of a total intake of
4,054 students, 3,080 will be selected without
a designated major through interdisciplinary
programs, laying the foundation for fostering

future-oriented, multidisciplinary talent.
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JBNU Selected for 22 Billion KRW G-LAMP Project
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Jeonbuk National University (JBNU) has
been selected for the Ministry of Education's
"University Fundamental Research Institute
(G-LAMP) Project," worth 25 billion KRW,
positioning the university as a leading insti-
tution in fostering fundamental research in

Korea.

The project aims to support universities in

restructuring and operating their research
institute management systems, allowing them
to become central hubs for generating new
knowledge in fundamental research also sup-
ports the development of new researchers and
promotes large-scale interdisciplinary research.
As a result of this selection, JBNU will receive
up to 5 billion KRW annually for five years,
totaling a maximum of 25 billion KRW, to
establish a key theme research institute in the
field of "Material and Energy Science.”

The university plans to link this new institute

23

with its well-established fundamental science
research centers, developing a practical educa-
tion infrastructure. It will also operate programs
for international collaborative research with
renowned universities and research institutes
abroad.

In particular, JBNU will focus on creating a
research environment that allows postdoctoral
researchers and graduate students to fully con-
centrate on their research and to foster profes-

sionals in the areas of fundamental research.

Jeju, Medical Improvement with Digital Healthcare
Hallymwon, JNU’s policy advisory organization, held the Jeju Future Medical Forum on August 29.
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The importance of digital healthcare is
increasing in the post-COVID-19 era. There
was a consensus that Jeju needs to leverage
digital healthcare to enhance its medical sys-
tem, which faces limitations due to regional

characteristics.

JNU’s Hallymwon organized the forum at the
Nokdam Hall auditorium in the JNU College of
Pharmacy. Under the theme "Jeju as the Hub of
Digital Healthcare,” about 70 officials attended,
including JNU President Kim Eel-hwan, Yang
Young-chul, Chairperson of the Jeju Free Inter-
national City Development Center (JDC), Moon
Yong-seok, President of Jeju Techno Park (JTP),
and various medical experts.

In his keynote speech titled ‘Jeju, Hub of Dig-
ital Health,” Prof. Kang Dae-hee emphasized
digital healthcare as a key to future medical
care. He predicted a shift towards digital
healthcare, highlighting its potential for job

creation and smart medical infrastructure
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through ICT convergence.

Digital healthcare represents a shift from
treatment-focused care to one that includes
prevention and predictive factors. Prof. Kang
noted that Jeju Special Self-Governing
Province is among the three regions without
a senior general hospital, alongside Sejong
Metropolitan Autonomous City and Gyeong-
sangbuk-do Province. Jeju’s hospital bed ratio
is 7.3 per 1,000 people, below the national
average of 13.8, with Seogwipo-si at just 2.9,
the lowest 10% in Korea.

Jeju also faces a shortage of major hospital
support and regional imbalance, with 89.2%

of hospitals located in Jeju-si. Prof. Kang

suggested that Jeju should undertake a pilot
project to build a digital healthcare ecosys-
tem and establish a policy and institutional
foundation to expand it into a specialized
medical complex. He also recommended at-
tracting investment from major Asian health-
care companies to support the expansion.

JNU President Kim Eel-hwan remarked on
Jeju’s lower healthcare accessibility due to
its island geography and the growing impor-
tance of improving medical care access for
residents. He expressed hope that the forum
would contribute valuable insights into the fu-
ture development of Jeju's digital healthcare

industry.
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Jeju National University, Mascot Character 'JE ROGI' Achieves

Significant Promotional Success
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The response to Jeju National University's new
mascot “JE ROGI" continues.

Jeju National University (President Kim II-
hwan) recently selected "JE ROGI" as a
result of the "University Character Naming
Contest" and is using it in earnest for promo-
tional activities.

The Jeju National University Mascot Char-
acter Renewal Project was led by the Jeju
National University Student Council, and
the selected character name, JE ROGI, was
selected through the "University Character
Naming Contest" held from the 15th to the

31st of last month.
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JE ROGI, the winner of the grand prize, re-
ceived overwhelming support with 313 votes
out of 616 votes in the contest. JE ROGI will be
used in public relations activities and various
events at the university.

Earlier, Jeju National University carried out
a character renewal project in collaboration
with the student council in order to ap-
proach all age groups with a more friendly
image. The character, which depicts a deer,
a symbol of the university, expressed the
identity of the university and the geographi-
cal symbolism of Jeju, where the university
is located, in a simple and cute image. In
the character preference survey conducted
with the contest, opinions continued, "It
goes well with Jeju National University" and

"Please use it as a good quality."
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Securing the Implementation Design Budget for the 'Sindong Campus’
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With the government's confirmation of funding
for the detailed design of the new 'Sindong Bio
Cluster," it is expected that Chungnam National
University will accelerate the construction of
the Sindong Campus within the International
Science Business Belt.

The Ministry of Strategy and Finance an-
nounced in July that it had finalized a basic
design budget of 700 million KRW for the con-
struction of the Sindong Bio Cluster. The total
project cost for the Sindong Campus is 30.2
billion KRW.

Chungnam National University's Shindong

Campus will be built on an area of 40,897 .8
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at 663-1 (Research Site 10), Shindong District
(District 4), International Science Business Belt,
Yuseong-gu, Daejeon. A convergence graduate
school, research center, and industry-aca-
demia-research regional coexistence center
are scheduled to be established by 2028.
Chungnam National University is establishing
the Sindong Campus, a global biomedical
cluster, adjacent to the heavy ion accelerator.
This campus aims to enhance advanced con-
vergence education and research capabilities
through collaboration with the heavy ion
accelerator and related research institutions.
Through these efforts, the university expects
to break down barriers between research insti-
tutes and universities, achieving a specialized
and distinguished campus.

In this way, Chungnam National University is
building a 'Mega Campus' that encompasses
its existing Daedeok and Boeun campuses,
the Sejong Campus set to open in 2025, the
Naepo Campus being developed in collab-
oration with Chungnam Province, and the
Sindong Campus near the heavy ion acceler-
ator. Through this, the university is expected
to solidify its role as the leading national
flagship university representing the Daejeon,

Sejong, and Chungnam regions.
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Chungnam National University's College of
Medicine's 'System Network Inflammation
Control Research Center' has been selected
for the '2024 Global Leading Research Center
Support Project in Basic Medical Sciences
(MRC, Medical Research Center)' funded by the
Ministry of Science and ICT and the National
Research Foundation of Korea.

The 'System Network Inflammation Control
Research Center," centered around the medical
school, will receive an annual funding of 1.4
billion won, totaling 94.5 billion won over sev-
en years until 2031. This includes government
support as well as contributions from Chun-
gnam National University's Industry-Academic
Cooperation Foundation, Chungnam National
University Hospital, Daejeon Metropolitan City,
and industrial partners. With this support, the

center will establish a hub for basic and clinical

medical research in Korea and lead global bio-
medical research.

Over the past 20 years, Chungnam National Uni-
versity has continuously conducted research on in-
fection control and overcoming inflammatory dis-
eases through the MRC (Global Leading Research
Center) project twice. Using basic research, it has
conducted translational research to overcome
diseases. It has also achieved remarkable growth
and world-class research results in the field by
nurturing top-level research personnel.
Particularly in this MRC project, Professor
Heo Jun-young, who has received MRC
support from his graduate studies to his ap-
pointment as a professor, plays a significant
role as the center director. His leadership is
meaningful in achieving the MRC project’s
goals of training the next generation of
researchers through support for excellent
research groups in basic medical sciences,

and maintaining the continuity of interdisci-

plinary research.

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KNU’s Thousand Won Breakfast Program to Continue in the Fall Semester,

after 17,863 Students Benefit in the Spring. A “Two Thousand Won Dinner”
program is also planned for the midterm exam period.
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Kyungpook National University announced on the 9th that it will operate
a "Thousand Won Breakfast" program from September 2 to December 20
during the fall 2024 semester.

KNU has been implementing the "Thousand Won Breakfast" project
with the support of the Korean government and Daegu City since the
second semester of 2021. As for 2024, in the first semester alone,
17,863 students benefitted from the program, with a daily average of
226 students.

The breakfast program, which has resumed with the start of the fall se-
mester, is operating until the start of the winter vacation at the Cheom-
seong Cafeteria, located on the first floor of the Student Union Building.
The menu consists of a simple yet nutritious Korean meal. The rice served
during the second semester is high-quality "Okmi" rice from the Goryeong
region, which was acquired with the support of the Daegu headquarters
of the National Agricultural Cooperative Federation. The reduced cost of
the rice purchases, thanks to the support of the agricultural cooperative,
serves to improve the quality of the meals. KNU also plans to form a
monitoring team led by the Student Council to check student satisfaction
and reflect the results in future improvements to the program.

In addition, the Information Center Restaurant is planning to serve "Two
Thousand Won Dinners," which will provide dinner at a cost of KRW
2,000, for eight days during the midterm exam period of the fall semes-
ter. The unit price of the meal is KRW 5,500-6,000, but students will pay
only KRW 2,000, as the university subsidizes the remaining difference

in price.

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KNU's IB Global Education Center officially opened on the 13th and held
an opening ceremony at Lee Ki-nam Hall in the College of Education.
IB (International Baccalaureate) refers to an educational program de-

veloped and operated by the non-profit education foundation IBO (Inter-

33

national Baccalaureate Organization), based in Switzerland, that seeks
self-directed growth by learners through conceptual understanding and
inquiry-based learning rooted in a competency-based curriculum.

The KNU IB Global Education Center will be in charge of the following
initiatives: 1) Establishing and operating the IB hub support center, 2)
Fostering IB education professionals through the development of educa-
tional and training programs, 3) Researching and developing innovative
IB teaching methods and disseminating IB education outcomes, and 4)
Developing a sustainable IB field support system.

The Daegu Metropolitan Office of Education introduced the IB program in
Korean public education for the first time in 2019. Currently, 26 schools (10
elementary, 11 middle, and 5 high schools), including elementary, middle,
and high schools affiliated with the KNU College of Education, are oper-
ating IB World Schools. Prior to the opening ceremony, the Kyungpook
National University IB Global Education Center signed a memorandum of
agreement with 16 local middle and high schools currently operating an
IB World School Program.

Lee Jung-ryeol, head of the IB Global Education Center, noted, "We will lay
the foundation for sustainable IB education through the opening of the IB
Global Education Center, and play a pivotal role in educational innovation by

developing IB-related curricula and disseminating the results.”

On June 24, 2024, Dr. Jin-Hwe Kweon was inaugurated as the 12th
President of Gyeongsang National University (GNU). The inauguration
ceremony and vision declaration event were held on July 22 at the GNU
Convention Center on the Gajwa Campus. At this event, President Kweon,
who won the first election held since the university’s establishment (March

1, 2021), officially announced his university development directions and
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management philosophy, garnering overwhelming support from the uni-
versity community members.

In his inaugural address, President Kweon expressed gratitude for the
strong support he received, stating, “I am thankful for the overwhelming
support from our university community in the first election since GNU's
establishment, based on my promise to bring warm changes to our
university and my management philosophy of ‘Innovation, Growth, and
Happiness.™

President Kweon declared, “As the president of the national flagship
university representing Gyeongsangnam-do, | will take the lead in im-
proving the quality of higher education by collaborating with other local
universities in the province.” He promised, “In particular, we will establish
a basic academic education sharing system that all universities in Gyeo-
ngsangnam-do may use freely. We will help universities avoid infinite
competition and instead develop differentiated specialization programs
for each institution.”

Emphasizing the need for change, President Kweon said, “To realize what
I've mentioned, we must change first.” He added, “We will innovate our
university's education, research, and administrative systems and discover
creative ideas. Democratic procedures of communication and discussion
will become the standard for our university’s decision-making.”

During the vision declaration ceremony, GNU announced six core strat-
egies encompassing essential elements for university development,

including education, financial expansion, research, social responsibility,
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welfare, and administration. These strategies are: (1) Education: Estab-
lishing a hub for basic academic education in the Gyeongsangnam-do re-
gion; (2) Research: Strengthening research competitiveness by expanding
research support; (3) Welfare: Expanding student welfare and promoting
a warm organizational culture; (4) Administration and Internationalization:
Enhancing global competitiveness by attracting excellent international
students; (5) Social Responsibility: Building regional linkages and coop-
eration systems with flagship universities; and (6) Financial Expansion:
Increasing university finances through industry—academia cooperation
and national projects.

President Kweon graduated from Seoul National University’s Department
of Aeronautical Engineering in 1987. He earned his Master's and PhD in
Aerospace Engineering from the Korea Advanced Institute of Science
and Technology (KAIST) in 1989 and 1993, respectively. After working as
a senior researcher at Samsung Aerospace Industries (now Korea Aero-
space Industries, KAI), he joined the former GNU as a professor in the
Department of Aerospace and Mechanical Engineering in 1997. He has
contributed to the university’s development as Vice Dean of the College
of Engineering and Head of the Office of Planning. President Kweon has
also served as the Korean Society of Composite Materials’s President
and as a member of the Ministry of Education’s Personnel Committee of
Public Educational Officials. Currently, he cochairs the Space and Aviation
Policy Forum and is a distinguished member of the Korean Society for

Aeronautical and Space Sciences.

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The Seoul National University (SNU) Intercollegiate Local Talent Cultivation
Project Group was launched in order to overcome the crises of regional dis-
parities and local extinction and to enhance the competitiveness of regional
universities. This project group is dedicated to fulfilling the duty of SNU to
narrow the gap in the educational and research environments between the
regions and the metropolitan area, and to nurture local talents. The project
group operates regionally customized programs on education, employment,
and entrepreneurship to expand opportunities for local students to gain
practical experience. Long term, this group aims to share metropolitan
universities” material resources with regional universities and support the
settlement of talents in the region.

This year, the first year of the project group's operation, SNU has al-
ready shared various resources with regional universities, which has
facilitated the opening of educational programs in which local students
can practice using the latest equipment. Selecting departments that
can facilitate education in regional universities, SNU commissioned the

Department of Nuclear Engineering and the Department of Aerospace
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Engineering to operate regular programs.

The Department of Nuclear Engineering provided small modular reactor
simulators and nuclear fusion equipment for Pusan National University,
Ulsan National Institute of Science and Technology, and Korea Institute
of Energy Technology, thereby operating seven educational programs that
allow students to obtain valuable practical experience. The Department
of Aerospace Engineering assisted students from Gyeongsang National
University in their practical training by supplying equipment such as wind
tunnels and drones. The College of Agriculture and Life Sciences and the
Department of Mechanical Engineering piloted an agricultural Al robot
program and an autonomous mobility program, which will be in operation
as non-regular courses during vacation.

The S-link is a joint startup support program comprising the Regional
Problem Solving Startup Solveathon, a startup competition involved in
solving regional issues, and the Intercollegiate Startup Bridge Camp. Out-
standing startup teams are entitled to receive one year of funding support
and an opportunity for commercialization. The REACH employment sup-
port program was devised to offer information on regional companies and
enhance skills that can lead to landing employment.
